 (Matt 6:25-32) Recounts the Worries that Life bring. 
 Put God First & all these are provided: (Matt 6:33) 
 See the Problems through the eyes of God:  
 (James 3:17) (2 Cor 4:14-18) 

7. Recognize your Strengths: (Rom 11:29) 
 God gave you the specific Gifts on purpose: (Rom 12:6) 
 Allow yourself to be coached in areas of Weakness:  
 (2 Cor 12:4-12) Paul’s stoning @ Lystra, saw heaven.
