In Christ we are Adopted Sons, but we feel like orphans. 
In Christ we are New Creatures, but the old has not passed 
away yet. 

Paul’s imperfection magnified God’s grace: (1 Cor 15:9-10) 
Paul saw himself as the least of apostles (Eph 3:8) 
Paul say himself as the chief of sinners: (1 Tim 1:15) 
Paul did this to contrast himself in the flesh & himself in 
Christ.

His word. (1 Cor 2:9-13) 

We are to put on Compassion, Kindness Humility, Meekness, 
Patience, Love: (Col 3:12-14) 

We are to Abstain from the passions of the flesh which wages 
war on our souls: (1 Pet 2:11) 

We are to make every effort to grow in all the traits of 
Christian Character: (2 Pet 1:5-7) 

God’s Acceptance is not based upon our performance: (Col 
1:10)
