A. God Individually Crafted You:  



(Ps 139:14) I will praise thee; for I am fearfully and 
wonderfully made: marvellous are thy works; and that 
my soul knoweth right well. 
What a mind blowing & dazzling realization to know 
that the Almighty God of the universe took the time to 
individually craft you as the person you are. 

B. God Crafted you for a purpose:  
(Eph 2:10) For we are his workmanship, created in 
Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before 
ordained that we should walk in them.
