5 wonderful promises are made by God for the one dwelling 
in the secret place of the Most High.  
(1) There is the promise of answered prayer.  
(2) There is the repeated promise for deliverance from trouble 
(3) There is the promise for honor (i.e., blessing). 

16 With long life will I satisfy him, and shew him my 
salvation.  
(4) Long life promised for dwelling in the secret place 
(5) the revelation of God’s salvation is promised.
