Vs 3 To receive the instruction of wisdom, justice, and judgment, and
equity;
Receive: apprehend mentally.
Justice: the moral principle determining just conduct.
Judgement: The ability to make a decision or opinion.
Equity: the ability to settle controversies.

Vs 4 To give subtilty to the simple,
The ability to discern abstract thought, understand the repercussions of
actions and words, and act appropriately.

to ("Give”) the young man knowledge and discretion.
Discretion: discipline to think before one acts or speak
Illus: He is now illustrating to us what he hopes to accomplish in the
reader.

Vs 5 Hllus: Larry King said if he is talking, he is not learning.

Vs 6 To understand a proverb, and the interpretation; the words of the
wise, and their dark sayings.
